Working Conditions

This position requires work in the field, in remote locations, sometimes under difficult conditions. It
requires frequent travel (minimum 40%, depending on the needs of the organization) to local
communities and ejidos involved in the project and restoration sites in Campeche and Merida. Some
travel to Mexico City is expected.

This is a fixed-term contract. Salary range between $260K and $300K Mexican pesos per year
(gross), depending on the candidate's experience, plus competitive benefits package.
